Worsted wt. 4 - 4 sts per inch 500 650 1000 yds. 1200 1400 1600 1800 2000 yds.
Bulky wt. 3 - 3% sts per inch 350 500 700yds. 900 1000 1200 1300 1500 yds.

In practice yarn, sample all three of these designs and take a close look at
all the techniques used. Over the course of the day, Lucy will guide you
through yarn and needle selection for each project and then give instruction
in the many and various techniques involved in each project: I-cord cast-on,
elegant increases, Modified Conventional Bind-off (which may revolutionize
your life), picots, short rows, working from the right needle to the left
(a.k.a. knitting-back backwards), Provisional Crochet cast-on, two-colour
double knitting and more! Mirror Mirror uses double knitting to combine
contrasting yarns in a reversible chequerboard pattern; Falling Leaves is an
elegant reversible design based on a repeating texture pattern; Sea Lettuce
uses short rows to create a stylish ruffled scarf edged with picots.

Saturday, November 13, 2010 (Two 3-hour sessions) $138 (includes lunch)

Dabble into Double Knitting

3 hour class. Intermediate/experienced knitters - no DK experience necessary.

Make a voyage of discovery to achieve a deeper understanding of your knitting! Try a vari-
ety of types of Double Knitting to produce two-layer fabrics. Starting with tubular knitting
on straight needles, open and condensed bind-off methods and the magnificent double
knit pocket trick. Using two yarns we will introduce positive/negative DK color patterning
techniques and quilting for added texture and warmth.

Double Up and Around

3 hour class. Intermediate/experienced knitters - no DK experience necessary

Make an exploratory journey into other realms of Double Knitting (which produces two-layer fabrics). We will begin
with tubes within tubes, worked in the round, initially with a single yarn, two yarns and then with colour patterning.
We will look at different ways to handle the yarns for maximum efficiency and how to incorporate shapings into
double fabrics, topped off with tubular bind-off. These techniques are suited to ultra warm mittens and cozy lined
socks.

Sunday, November 14, 2010 (One 6-hour session) $138 (includes lunch)

Cool Socks!

6 hours. Intermediate sock knitters upwards - Must have knit at least one sock!
An advanced sock workshop for happy sock knitters who wish to refine or spice up their
socks. Casting on and the essential properties of sock tops, including variations of Long
Tail and Channel Island cast-on (a beautiful edge for a 1 x 1 rib). Heels; Garter Stitch
Short Row and Turkish and how to determine their placement and adjust them for bet-
ter fit. The revolutionary use of a Toe Chimney for easy grafting (Kitchener stitch) with
no anxiety or loose stitches! Use of running yarn markers to help you stay in control.
Provisional Crochet Cast-On the easy way and knitting upwards for long-leg socks and
three methods to avoid tight bound-off edges for toe-up socks. Your choice of needles:
double-points, two circulars, or a single circular.

Please note: Don't pass on a class just because you think your skills aren't up to the task. Come in
and let us help you prepare by refreshing your techniques.
